The Avon Valley - particularly in the region of the Avon Riv-
er is a bird biodiversity hotspot. The South West of Western
Australia is a United Nations listed biodiversity “Hotspot”.
This means that as far as birds are concerned, the Avon
Valley is a 'hotspot’ within a ‘*hotspot’’.

Of the approximately 200 species of birds in Australia, 170
(19%) have been spotted in the Avon Valley from Beverley
to Toodyay.
