Previously
ligh risk road segments along routes in the
Wheatbelt region have been identified for
attention.

There are a number of things we can do to
reduce the number of accidents on ourroads.

-Avoid all distractions: put your mobile away,
check the map before leaving and take a
break rather than eating or drinking while
driving.

-Don’t drive tired: swap drivers where possible,
stop for coffee, breaks and naps.

-Don’'t drink and drive: plan to stay the night
or organise a designated driver.

-Wear your seatbelt.

-Slow down, enjoy the ride.
