The Awards are a joint inifiative between the
WA Local Government Association's WALGA
RoadWise and the Institute of Public Works
Engineering Australasian - WA Inc.

With the Bakers Hil roadworks nearing
completion, the permanent speed zone in
Bakers Hill CBD has been reduced to 60km/h
as of Friday 2 November 2018. Main Roads
Western Australia will still be carrying out some
minor works over the next few weeks, however
these works will not involve any temporary
speed restrictions.

Remembrance Day has a special significance
in 2018. Sunday, 11 November 2018 marks the
100th anniversary of the Armistice which ended
the First World War (1914-18). On Saturday 10
November the Northam RSL Sub Branch wiill
host a Remembrance Day Dinner Dance at
the Northam Memorial Hall and a Family Day
on Sunday 11 November from 12pm-3pm.
